Procedures on the Awarding of Honorary Degrees
The Towson University Honorary Degree Committee is an ad hoc committee appointed by the President of the University.  Its purpose is to solicit and receive from faculty and staff members the names of potential candidates to receive the honorary degree and to select those nominated to the Board of Regents for that honor.  

             The committee is chaired by the Provost and includes one representative from each college recommended by the Provost, the Vice President for University Advancement, the Associate Vice President of Marketing, the Associate Vice President of Alumni Relations, and a representative from the Division of Strategic Partnerships and Applied Research, Student Affairs, and Athletics.  Committee members are appointed by the President for three year terms.

             The Honorary Degree Committee invites faculty and staff to nominate individuals to receive the Honorary Degree who meet the criteria established by the USM Board of Regents listed in their Policy on the Awarding of Honorary Degrees.

             The Committee will forward approved nominations for the Honorary Degree to the President for final selection.

A campus wide notification that announces the opening of nominations will be sent in the spring and fall and will allow 30 days to reply.
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
