About the Programs 

Class sizes are small and cohort membership fosters collaboration and partnership since progression through the 

program is uniform.  

ECSE students are eligible for dual certification in Early Childhood (Pre K-Grade 3) & Special Education (Birth-Grade 3).  

EESE students are eligible for dual certification in Elementary (Grades 1-6) and Special Education (Grades 1-8).  

Internships are completed locally in Harford and Cecil County schools. Students are guaranteed a screening interview 

by Harford County Public Schools.
