
Audition Requirements for Voice 
The Department of Music at Towson University 

Bachelor of Music in Performance 
Bachelor of Science in Music Education

Bachelor of Music in Composition 
Music Minor 

The applicant must sing two previously prepared selections demonstrating good intonation, 
pleasing voice quality, proper diction and phrasing.  The compositions should be of artistic merit, 
such as an early English or Italian art song.  Songs may be sung in the original language or in 
English translation.  One selection may be from musical theatre or other non-classical genres.  

Additionally, the following will be required at the audition: 

• Demonstrate good pitch matching

• Demonstrate range and timbre through vocalization
• Sight-singing
• Interview

(Note:  Students interested in the Bachelor of Music in Jazz/Commercial Performance or Jazz/Commercial 
Composition degrees should refer to the separate audition requirements for those degree programs.) 
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
